The Sectional Design

3. Determine Your Available Power Supply

The next step is to find a kiln that will operate on the electrical service of your building. Ordering a kiln that does

not match your electrical service can be very frustrating and expensive to correct. Most people will need to have an
electrician install the wire from the circuit breaker panel to the wall receptacle as well as the receptacle. It is also wise
to have the electrician verify Voltage, Amperage and Phase when he visits on-site to estimate the job.

Voltage - One of the common
misconceptions regarding voltage

is that “220" is an actual voltage
reading in the U.S.A. Rather, it is used
as a generic term for appliances
that can run on either 208V or 240V
systems. As a general rule, 208V is
common in schools and businesses
and 240V is common in residential
areas. However, exceptions are quite
possible.

Amperage - Most buildings

have limited amperage available
without having the power
company upgrade service. In
most cases it will be necessary to
install a dedicated breaker to run
the kiln. Your circuit box or fuse
panel must have room for the
breaker or fuse that corresponds
to the model you choose.

4. Determine The Firing Temperature Needed

Phase - Kilns can be wired for 1
phase or 3 phase power supplies.
1 phase power supplies have

2 current carrying wires and a
grounding wire and are common
in residential and industrial areas.
3 phase power supplies utilize

3 current-carrying wires and a
grounding wire and are usually
only found in businesses and
institutions. There are exceptions,
and some buildings have both
supplies available.

Now we need to find a kiln that will fire to a temperature that meets, and preferably exceeds, the

temperature requirements of the materials you will be working with.

Kilns are designed to fire to a variety of temperature ranges. Materials such as porcelain and
stoneware require the kiln to reach temperatures up to Cone 10 or 2350 degrees F. Materials such
as glass require the kiln to only reach less than 1600 degrees F. Whenever possible, you should
choose a kiln that exceeds your firing temperature needs. The use of 3" brick, the voltage, and the
phase of a kiln model may affect its maximum rating.

Installation

While you're deciding which Skutt kiln is right for you, keep in mind the power requirements of each

kiln, and what power is available in your kiln room. In most cases, you will need an electrician to install
the proper receptacle and circuit. We recommend wire of adequate size is installed for safety and to
assure satisfactory performance of the kiln. See the chart on the next page for the electrical requirements
of the entire Skutt kiln line. You can contact your local power company or any electrician to determine
what voltage you have (208 or 240 volt supplies) and the amperage limitations you may have at your

building.

Power Notes:

LOW VOLTAGE PROBLEMS

Skutt kilns may not operate correctly if you are receiving
low voltage from your power line. KS kilns may fire slowly
and not reach high fire temperatures. Automatic kilns
(KMT & KM controllers) may display an error message.

THREE-PHASE INSTALLATION
The 3-phase models KS1027 and KS1227 require a
3-phase contactor box to be used to shut off the kiln.

208 VERSUS 240 SUPPLIES

As you can see from the chart, most Skutt models

are available in either 208 or 240 volt versions. The
exceptions are 714 models which are universal, and will
fire with 240V or 208V power (614 and 609 models run
on 115V).

The 208V versions should never be fired on a 240V
supply without first installing a full set of 240V elements.
Otherwise, all components will be seriously overtaxed.
Similarly, the 240 volt kilns should not be used on a 208
volt supply. The elements will not be properly powered
and will fail to reach the maximum rated temperatures for

They can usually
recommend a licensed electrician who has
kiln installation experience, which will result in
a kiln that can deliver all the performance we
design into every Skutt product.

Although automatic controllers allow you

to be away from the kiln during firing, we
recommend that you monitor the firing
periodically and that you always be present
near the end of the firing through cool down.
The metal on the outside of the kiln gets
extremely hot when the kiln is firing. Be

sure to locate it in an area that is clear of
combustible materials and protected from
small children and pets. Also if you are
locating the kiln in a sprinklered room do

not locate the kiln directly under a sprinkler
head. You can install the highest temperature
sprinkler head possible in accordance with
your local building codes and Fire Marshall.
Common temperature ratings for sprinkler
heads are 165° F, and 286° F. Hotter ratings
are available however they require special
permits in most cases.

Connecting and testing 714 models: the wall outlets for
these models must be powered by 3-wire 120/240-208V
solid neutral supply (as for a modern electric clothes
dryer).

Make sure your kiln is placed on a level, non-combustible floor such as ceramic or concrete.

Make sure the kiln has at least 18" of clearance from any wall.

Make sure the power cord is not touching the kiln.

Make sure it is placed in a room that will not exceed 100 °F when the kiln is at full temperature.

Make sure the electrical supply is installed by a licensed electrician in accordance to local and national code.
If the room is equipped with a sprinkler system or heat sensor, make sure you consult with a sprinkler and/or

EnviroVent® 2 Requirements

The EnviroVent® 2 requires a 120 V outlet.
The fan motor moves 140 cfm of air out of the room. Make sure you you consult with an HVAC professional to be
sure the room is provided wth adequate make-up air.

The EnviroVent® 2 comes with 8 ft. of 3 in. diameter, heavy duty, flexible aluminum ducting to go from the
plenum cup to the vent motor. If more is needed to vent to the outside, you may order additional ducting from
Skutt. Do not use thin walled dryer ducting.

The fan motor comes equipped with a 3 in. exhaust tube designed to pass through most walls and roofs. The
maximum exiting temperature when installed correctly is 160 °F.

If a vent is ordered with a kiln, the holes in the lid and slab are often drilled in the factory. If there are no holes
drilled, consult the EnviroVent® 2 manual and drill the holes according to the recommendations for your model.

If you are venting a kiln between 12 cu/ft and 24 cu/ft you will need to use a Dual Intake Kit to draw air from 2
areas of the kiln. This kit may also be used to vent 2 kilns under 12 cu/ft.

KilnLink® Requirements

Kilns with the New KilnMaster® Touchscreen Controllers (KMT) do not require any additional hardware to run
KilnLink® because the KMT Controller has built in WiFi. For this reason it often makes sense to upgrade your old
KM controller with a KMT Controller if you want to run KilnLink® Premium.

If your IT department has employed any techniques to block, filter or in some way limit access to the internet from
"unapproved" devices, KilnLink® may have a difficult time being allowed to connect, or in some cases, staying
connected to the server. Your IT department should be able to allow KilnLink® to connect by adjusting some settings in
the Firewall Software.
